Who Can Register?
e You must be a Parent or the Legal Guardian (bring guardianship papers) to register children.

What Do | Need to Bring to Registration?
e New registrations must present an original baptismal certificate at registration, even if baptized at
St. John’s (NO EXCEPTIONS)

e New Registrations must provide verification of First Communion and any prior Religious Education
(you must bring a letter from your previous parish verifying enrollment dates, grade levels enrolled, and
number of classes absent for each year enrolled.) as well as a copy of the First Communion Certificate.

How Much Does it Cost?

$100 Kindergarten

$160 Each child (Pre-Communion—6" grade)

$175 Each child in Confirmation I or Confirmation. II

$80  Confirmation Immediate Preparation

$50  Additional Fee for Each First Communion

Subtract $145 each for 3™, 4™ and 5™ child in family (Large Family Discount)

Payment is due in full at registration. We accept checks and cash only. Anyone who needs to make payment
arrangements should contact the Director of Religious Education prior to registration.

What if My Child Needs First Communion or Confirmation?
e Preparation for Confirmation requires two years of pre-requisite formation beginning in the 7" grade.
Confirmation is normally received in the 9 grade after at least 2 years of prior study.

e Preparation for First Communion requires one year of pre-requisite formation beginning in 1* grade. First
Communion is normally received at the end of ond grade.
